Saint Francis will celebrate its 40th birthday this month 
and for none of those 40 years has it had an endowment. 
What is an endowment? It is an investment in our future. 
It works by investing funds that members contribute with 
the Southwest United Methodist Foundation. We leave 
the initial investment, or principal, alone to continue to 
earn income and we use the income or profits from these 
investments to benefit needs Saint Francis may have in 
the future. At present, we have only an ad hoc 
endowment committee. On December 2nd at our annual 
charge conference you will be asked to approve a 
resolution to create a permanent endowment committee 
and a charter that will guide this committee plus approve 
individuals who will serve on this committee. Copies of 
both of these documents will be sent to you in advance of 
the charge conference.
