OnFire, the young United Methodist justice movement,
will be working with BorderLinks for an educational and
interactive experience at the border: learning, sharing

and serving to bring about positive social transformation
in the areas of migration and immigration. The trip will
take place October 28-31, 2009 and begin in Phoenix.

BorderLinks will prepare an itinerary that will include
activities such as visiting and serving at aid stations,
hearing from persons working to document human rights
abuses, visiting with immigrants and their families,
learning about labor practices in factories along the
border, and advocacy training in migrant rights.

The cost of the programming including lodging and food is
$200, plus the cost of travel to and from Phoenix (OnFire
will provide transportation from Phoenix to Tuscon, where
BorderLinks is located). This includes a $100 scholarship
from the Methodist Federation for Social Action. The trip
is open to any and all young adults who are interested in
connecting their faith to issues of immigration and border
justice.

General Board of Global Ministries Makes
Serious Cuts in Staffing

The human f aces behind
can be found at the United Methodist Board of Global
Ministries.

Or could have. Among the 247,000 positions cut by U.S.
employers last month, as estimated by the Bureau of
Labor Statistics, were 45 positions at the mission agency.
Some of those employees had opted to take a buyout, but
26 involuntarily lost their jobs.

Other denominational agencies also have trimmed staff.
Most recently, United Methodist Communications cut
seven staff positions in early August. The average person
in the pew probably

years of service to The United Methodist Church. As
someone who has interacted with denominational staff for
years, | can verify that many of them are drawn to that
work as much from a sense of calling as for a paycheck.
So, it was not a surprise that a veil of sadness has hung
over the New York offices of the Board of Global
Ministries this summer.

during this period as the agency restructures itself.

You might expect that the cochlear implant, a device that can
give deaf people the gift of hearing, would be embraced by the
deaf community. Josh Aronsonbd
and often devastating documentary, tells a different story. Two
brothers, one deaf and one hearing, grapple with a decision
concerning their deaf children, and the debate that rages
through the extended family turns less on technology and
medical concerns than social politics and culture. The deaf
parents of a school-age girl fear what the implant would do to
her unique identity, while the hearing parents of a toddler see no
question at all. Aronson give all sides their say, but ultimately
the increasingly angry arguments reveal prejudices and fears
from both sides and splits the once-harmonious family, much
like they have split hearing and deaf communities across the
country.
