Abul is a village Southern Sudan. It is referred to as Yabullu on most maps. It is located 127 miles west of Wau town in
western Bhar El Ghazal region. The population is approximately eight thousand people. Between 1983 and 2005, the
war between the North and the South displaced about a half of the population to Awoda, Kuru and Demzeber. These
villages were created during the time of war and now people are moving back to their home Abul. The inhabitants of the
village are Thuri (Luo) who have always lived peacefully with their neighbors and continue to do so to this day. Western
Bhar El Ghazal is now a peaceful region in Southern Sudan.

The long war has devastated much of Southern Sudan. Many people have gone without education for a long time. Girls
especially lack education that they need to contribute to the future of Abul. The people of Abul are in urgent need of a
school building, clean well water, and a church. Abul is a Christian Village and it would be wonderful to have a church
after so long without. Saint Francis is leading an effort to build a school and a well in Abul.

The School for Abul
e Wil help to eradicate extreme poverty.

e Wil provide education for the children of Abul and eliminate illiteracy in Abul village.

e Will bring back the displaced people to their original homeland.

e Wil stop girls from getting married at an early age. Girls will be involve in school and learn the importance of
education , their rights and becoming the leaders of tomorrow.

e  Will provide adult education on clean water.

e Will educate and involve parents and teachers in regular conferences on the importance of school in Abul.

e  Will reduce the incidence of children farming in the garden, hunting for wild fruits and animals and focus more on
education.

The village has no source of clean water. People are drinking contaminated water which causes diseases that have
been taking the lives of many. A huge number of people, especially children are dying every year from drinking dirty

water. Now, we will save lives in Abul by providing clean water for drinking and cooking.
